KUALA LUMPUR, 24 Sept (Bernama) -- Peningkatan bilangan titik panas di Sumatera dan
Kalimantan serta keadaan cuaca yang agak kering tiga hari lepas mengakibatkan beberapa
kawasan di Kedah, Pulau Pinang, Perak dan Kuching, Sarawak dilanda jerebu.

Bagaimanapun, menurut Jabatan Meteorologi dalam satu kenyataan hari ini, keadaan itu
dijangka berlaku untuk tempoh yang singkat sahaja.

"Ini memandangkan corak tiupan angin dijangka akan berubah dalam tempoh tiga ke empat hari
akan datang, iaitu angin barat laut dengan kelajuan sederhana yang akan bertiup di sebelah utara
Semenanjung.

"Angin barat daya dengan kelajuan sederhana akan bertiup di bahagian tengah dan selatan
Semenanjung dan Sarawak," menurut kenyataan itu.

Menurut jabatan itu, keadaan tiupan angin berkenaan dijangka membawa hujan terutamanya di
negeri-negeri pantai barat Semenanjung dan beberapa bahagian di Sarawak.

Malaysia masih lagi mengalami monsun barat daya yang dijangka berterusan sehingga
penghujung September ini, menurut kenyataan itu lagi.

Ideas floated to brace for year-end floods

PREPARATIONS are being made to
handle floods in November and
December following the forecast of
heavy rain during the year-end mon-
soon season, says Minister in the
Prime Minister’s Department Datuk
Seri Shahidan Kassim.

“The Meteorological Department
reported that the country will
encounter four to five episodes of
heavy rainfall during the easterly
MONS00N Season.

“Kelantan, Terengganu and Pahang

are expected to receive over 500mm
ofrainfall in Novemnberand December
while Sarawak is expected to get
gver 500mm of rain in December
and January 2014," he told reporters
after chairing the National Security
Council on Natural Disaster meeting
at Parliament House yesterday.

He said the weather forecast was
for rainfall to be brief but intense and
coupled with high tides.

“All relevant agencies have been
put on standby to prepare manpow-

er and equipment.

“The Welfare Department has also
listed 4,969 flood relief centres that
would be able to house 1.3 million
flood victims,” he said.

He added that most of the relief
centres are located in Kelantan, Johor
and Sarawak.

“Motorists are also advised to get
the latest information from the state
flood operations rooms on closed
roads and alternative routes,” he
added.

Shahidan said the Government
welcomed the involvement of the
private sector, NGOs and volunteers
in flood relief operations via the
Welfare Department or related agen-
cies.
