VIBRANT DEMOCRACY:
All the main
political parties

in Sabah, led by
Umno, are seeing
contests for posts

OLITICS in Sabah is liv-

ing up to its complicated

reputation. It is not an

exaggeration to point out

that many things are
happening four months after the
general election on May 5.

There are party elections. new
and senior leaders making and
leaving their mark respectively,
hopefuls making leaps of faith and
non-hopefuls swallowing their
pride.

In the same vein, conflicts too are
aplenty, keeping things vibrant so
to speak, with the risk of them
leading to situations that may be-
come sticky at some point of time.

At a glance, the key party elec-
tions to watch for will be that of

Sabah Umno which has 25 divi-
sions, 15 of which will see contests
for the division chief’s post.

Five state leaders, too, are gun-
ning for posts at the national level.
They are Datuk Seri Shafie Apdal,
who is seeking to defend
his vice-president’s post,
incumbent Datuk Bung
Mokhtar Radin for the :
supreme council mem- :
ber’s seat along with :
Datuk Abdul Rahman
Dahlan, Datuk Tawfiq :
Abu Bakar Titingan and
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a people’s leader.

“Bear in mind he is also the
Sabah Barisan Nasional and Sabah
Umno chief. We have just finished
the election and presented a man-
ifesto to the people who gave the
coalition a strong mandate.

“It is only right for him to keep
his focus on development and
progress of the state,” Shahelmy
added.
