He said imported cars should also
comply with the speed limit by fix
ing a speed limit con :r, failing
which they should not be allowed on
the road.

“Vehicles entering from neigh
bouring countries such as Singapore
and Thailand should also observe
the speed limit,” he said, adding that
vehicles such as ambulances, fire

engines and police cars could be al
lowed a higher speed limit

“We are suggesting thisto t!
ernment and if it is accepted, w
assist in ensuring the cars
with the speed limit,” he said.

Abu Bakar said installing the
speed limit controller was cheaper
than spending on enforcement and
it would also save lives,

“Of late, there have been many

serious accidents involving fatali
ties.” he said, adding that a o
speed limit of 110kph would also
p motorists save fuel

Meanwhile, Abu Bakar said the
ministry would carry out a cam
paign among 200,000 students from
both primary and secondary schools
to encourage their interest in sci-
ence.

“We are hoping to produce 72 sci-

entists for every 10,000 population,”
he said

He said more activities would be
conducted in rural areas to L“P\ht'
students to technology.

“It is also important for teachers
to be creative in the classrooms
so that students can understand
how science and technology can
make their life easier,” Abu Bakar
said.
