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Hazy Aidiladha expected in eight states

KUCHING: Muslims in eight states
and territories are expected to usher
in Hari Raya Aidiladha under hazy
weather conditions today.

The six states likely to be affected
were Sarawak, Selangor, Negri Sem-
bilan, Malacca, Johor, Pahang as
well as the Federal Territories of Pu-
trajaya and Kuala Lumpur, said the
Meteorology Department in its
weather outlook.

The haze, which had made a re-
turn to Sarawak since Tuesday, was
unlikely to ease soon with three dj-
visions in the southern part of the
state registering unhealthy air qual-
ity in the Air Pollutant Index (API)
readings.

Checks with the Department of
Environment showed that Samara-

han was the worst affected division
with an unhealthy API reading of 157
as of 6pm yesterday, 34 points high-
er than the day before,

Other affected divisions were
Kuching and Sri Aman with API
readings of 137 and 121, respectively.

Despite the lower visibility
brought on by the haze, operations
at the Kuching International Airport
(KIA) were not disrupted.

Malaysia Airports Sdn Bhd senior
manager Mohd Nadzim Hashim
said there was only rn~ Miske a-
layed involving the
sector.

State Meteorological Department
Abdul Malik Tusin said the air qual-
ity in Tawau worsened as the south-
western winds brought haze from
Tarakan.

“The visibility in Tawau stood at
1.2km, and we expect this to last
until the end of the month,” he said,
adding that other districts recorded
moderate API readings.

The API readings for 32 locations
nationwide were moderate, while
another 14 saw good air quality.
