“The root cause of fires that produce
transboundary haze is commercially driven.
We need to prevent these companies from
starting fires, mismanaging land, and caus-
ing harm to people in the region,” he said.

Singapore last month launched legal ac-
tion that could lead to massive fines against
Indonesian companies over the fires.

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Jabatan Kesihatan Nafi Warga Emas Mati Minum Air
Sungai Tercemar Di Gua Musang

KOTA BAHARU, 29 Okt (Bernama) -- Jabatan Kesihatan Negeri Kelantan hari ini menafikan
kematian seorang warga emas Orang Asli pada Khamis lepas akibat terminum air sungai
tercemar sebaliknya kerana sakit tua.

Pengarahnya, Datuk Dr Ahmad Razin Ahmad Maher berkata daripada maklumat yang diperoleh,
mangsa Along Tukang, 75, dari Kampung Angket itu meninggal di rumahnya dan tidak
menerima rawatan di hospital.

"Sehingga kini, kami tidak menerima sebarang laporan yang mengatakan Orang Asli terbabit
meninggal dan tujuh dirawat akibat terminum air sungai yang tercemar.

"Apa yang kami maklum warga emas yang meninggal itu akibat sakit tua manakala tujuh lagi
yang sedang menerima rawatan di Hospital Gua Musang dan Kuala Krai adalah kerana
keracunan makanan selepas menghadiri majlis kenduri," katanya kepada Bernama ketika
dihubungi di sini, hari ini.

Dr Ahmad Razin berkata beliau kesal dengan laporan itu, yang dibuat tanpa merujuk pihak
berkuasa.

"Pihak polis juga menyatakan tidak menerima sebarang aduan berhubung kematian warga emas
itu," katanya.

Dr Ahmad Razin berkata air sungai yang mengalir dalam jumlah yang banyak mampu
meneutralkan kandungan racun di dalam air.

"Namun kami akan menghantar sampel air kepada Jabatan Kimia bagi menentukan sama ada
terdapat racun dalam air sungai sebagaimana yang didakwa," katanya.

Akhbar hari ini melaporkan seorang maut manakala tujuh lagi Orang Asli Temiar di Rancangan
Pengumpulan Semula (RPS) Kuala Betis dimasukkan ke hospital sejak beberapa hari lalu
dipercayai terminum air sungai yang tercemar.

MELAKA, 29 Okt (Bernama) -- Kerajaan negeri Melaka menggesa semua akiviti pertanian di
kawasan empangan dan tadahan air di sekitar negeri ini dihentikan segera bagi mengelak
sebarang pencemaran bekalan air penduduk setempat.

Ketua Menteri Melaka Datuk Seri Idris Haron bekata larangan untuk segala aktiviti pertanian di
kawasan berkenaan terutama di Empangan Jus Jasin dan Empangan Durian Tunggal Alor Gajah
itu diwartakan pada 2010.

"Kami lihat aktiviti ini semakin berleluasa dan tiada kesedaran petani untuk menghentikannya.
Gesaan ini dibuat hasil taklimat Badan Kawal Selia Air Melaka bahawa dasar tasik menunjukkan
perubahan hingga menjadi tinggi, menyebabkan pengurangan paras air di kawasan berkenaan.

"Pemeriksaan beberapa jabatan berkaitan terutama Jabatan Kimia mendapati terdapat unsur
yang menimbulkan keraguan yang mungkin boleh menyebabkan pencemaran air berlaku di
kawasan itu," katanya pada sidang akhbar selepas mempengerusikan Mesyuarat Exco Kerajaan
Negeri di sini hari ini.

Beliau berkata penerangan dan taklimat kini giat diberikan kepada semua petani yang terlibat
dalam aktiviti pertanian di kawasan berkenaan bagi meningkatkan kesedaran terhadap isu
tersebut.

Sementara itu, Idris berkata semua agensi dan jabatan kerajaan negeri di Melaka diarah bersiap
sedia bagi menghadapi situasi banjir yang dijangka berlaku pada musim tengkujuh ini.

Beliau berkata persiapan itu termasuk menyelenggara sistem, sungai dan laluan agar sentiasa
dalam keadaan baik bagi mengelak air bertakung sekali gus mengakibatkan banjir.
