60kph and the wave height must be
more than 4.5m.

It is the most dangerous of the
three types of warnings issued.

For the second level, or “orange”™
warning, the wind speed must range
between 50kph and 60kph, while
the wave height must range between
3.5mand 4.5m.

For the first level, or “yellow”

the wave height must be between
2.5m and 3.5m.

Che Gayah said a red warning had
been issued for the waters at Con-
dore, Reef North and Layang-
Layang, while orange warnings had

been issued for the waters at Samui,
Tioman and Bunguran up until to-
day,
