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Perolehan Syarikat BioNexus Naik 20 Peratus Menjelang
2020

KUALA LUMPUR, 14 Mac (Bernama) -- Bioeconomy Development Corp menjangka
perolehan syarikat berstatus BioNexus naik 20 peratus menjelang 2020.

Pengerusinya, Tan Sri Zakri Abdul Hamid berkata syarikat mencatatkan perolehan lebih
RM1.18 bilion sehingga suku ketiga 2016 berbanding RM1.1 bilion pada tempoh sama
pada 2015.

"Syarikat menyasarkan untuk meningkatkan jumlah syarikat BioNexus kepada lebih 300
syarikat pada tahun ini," katanya pada pelancaran Hari Bioekonomi oleh Timbalan
Menteri Sains, Teknologi dan Inovasi Datuk Wira Dr Abu Bakar Mohamad Diah di
sini hari ini.

Zakri berkata terdapat 278 syarikat BioNexus sehingga pada suku keempat 2016.

BioNexus adalah status khas yang diberikan kepada syarikat bioteknologi Malaysia dan
antarabangsa yang layak. Status tersebut melayakkan syarikat bagi-insentif fiskal,
bantuan pembiayaan dan jaminan lain untuk membantu syarikat dalam bidang masing-
masing.

Sementara itu, Abu Bakar berkata di bawah Rancangan Malaysia Ke-11, model
bioekonomi Malaysia akan menyepadukan keseluruhan pendekatan rantaian nilai
dalam semua program dan inisiatifnya.

"Ini termasuk Program Transformasi Bioekonomi, Program Status BioNexus dan
Program Pembangunan Komuniti Bioekonomi (BCDP)," katanya.

la termasuk 61 projek pencetus, diterajui oleh Bioeconomy Development Corp,
menyediakan lebih 26,500 peluang pekerjaan dan pelaburan terkumpul lebih RM18.6
bilion pada 2020.

Beliau berkata projek berimpak tinggi ini, menyasarkan untuk menjana jumlah
pendapatan negara kasar sebanyak RM6.2 bilion, akan menyumbang ke arah ekonomi
modal, membawa negara lebih hampir kepada status negara maju.

Selain itu, projek BCDP akan memacu pembangunan sosial ekonomi rakyat,

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BioNexus Firms' Revenue To Grow 20 Per Cent By 2020

KUALA LUMPUR, March 14 (Bernama) -- Bioeconomy Development Corp expects
revenues of BioNexus-status companies to jump 20 per cent by 2020.

Its Chairman, Tan Sri Zakri Abdul Hamid said the companies recorded over RM1.18
billion in revenue until the third quarter of 2016 from RM1.1 billion in the corresponding
period of 2015.

“The corporation aims to increase the number of BioNexus companies to over 300
companies this year," he said at the launch of the Bioeconomy Day here today by
Deputy Science, Technology and Innovation Minister Datuk Wira Dr Abu Bakar
Mohamad Diah.

Zakri said there were 278 BioNexus companies as at the fourth quarter of 2016.

BioNexus is a special status awarded to qualified international and Malaysian
biotechnology companies. The status entitied the companies for fiscal incentives,
funding assistance and other guarantees to assist the companies in their respective
fields.

Meanwhile, Abu Bakar said under the 11th Malaysia Plan, Malaysia's bioeconomy
model would integrate a whole value chain approach in all its programmes and
initiatives.

“This would include the Bioeconomy Transformation Programme, BioNexus Status
Programme and Bioeconomy Community Development Programme," he said.

They include 61 trigger projects, spearheaded by Bioeconomy Development Corp,
providing more than 26,500 job opportunities and cumulative investments of over
RM18.6 billion in 2020.

The deputy minister said these high-impact projects, aimed at generating a total gross
national income of RM6.2 billion, would contribute towards the capital economy,
drawing the nation closer to a developed-nation status.

In addition, BCDP projects would drive societal development of people economy,
improving the household income of the B40 (Bottom 40) group, currently 28 projects
have been implemented in various stages.



"BCDP projects are expected to create an additional monthly income of RM4,500 per
farmer," he said.

The fourth edition of the Bioeconomy Day, which attracted 500 participants, was aimed

at creating opportunities for the public and private sector to boost bio-based industries,
commercialisation of R&D and promoting national bioeconomy growth.
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
