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Parlimen: Kerajaan Tingkatkan Keupayaan Ancaman Siber

KUALA LUMPUR, 6 April (Bernama) -- Kerajaan sedang membangunkan kapasiti
Analitis Data Besar (BDA) yang mampu meramal trend ancaman siber semasa dalam
negara dengan lebih berkesan.

Menteri Sains, Teknologi dan Inovasi, Datuk Seri Madius Tangau berkata melalui
teknologi ini pihak berkuasa dapat menyusun langkah proaktif dan inovatif bagi
meningkatkan keupayaan keselamatan negara dalam menghadapi ancaman siber pada
masa hadapan.

Menurutnya, bagi meningkatkan keupayaan kerajaan dalam menangani ancaman siber,
kementerian melalui Cybersecurity Malaysia kini memberi tumpuan kepada empat
aspek utama.

"Empat aspek utama itu adalah keupayaan ramalan, pencegahan, tindak balas dan
keupayaan pembetulan," katanya ketika Waktu Pertanyaan Menteri (MQT) di Dewan
Rakyat, hari ini. .

Beliau menjawab soalan Datuk Dr Noraini Ahmad (BN-Parit Sulong) yang ingin tahu
usaha kerajaan bagi memastikan pengurusan ruang siber negara boleh dilakukan
dengan lebih berkesan.

Dalam perkembangan sama, Madius berkata Cybersecurity Malaysia juga aktif
membangunkan sistem 'Coordinated Malware Eradication and Remediation Project
(CMERP) yang bertujuan memantau dan menghalau serangan siber.

"Malaysia kini mempunyai keupayaan memantau serangan siber secara waktu nyata
bagi membolehkan negara mengetahui tahap risiko siber negara sekali gus
membolehkan kerajaan bersiap sedia dan menangani sebarang krisis pada setiap
masa," katanya.

KUALA LUMPUR, 6 April (Bernama) -- Pameran Herbal Asia 2017, dari 20-22 Sept,
dijangka meraih jualan sebanyak RM10 juta berbanding RM5 juta pada tahun lepas.

Ketua Pegawai Eksekutif dan Pengasas acara itu, Safinah Yaakob, berkata sasaran
tersebut dapat dicapai dengan 350 peserta pameran mengambil bahagian.

Safinah berkata lebih banyak transaksi akan dapat dimeterai selepas acara itu dengan
kemungkinan syarikat memesan bahan mentah.
Terdapat juga usaha sama dan kerjasama tentatif dengan syarikat tempatan, katanya.

Beliau berkata dengan matlamat untuk meningkatkan standard antarabangsa pameran
itu, Investor Exchange akan diadakan dengan sasaran untuk membawa masuk pelabur
luar untuk memacu inovasi dan peluang.

Menteri Sains, Teknologi dan Inovasi, Datuk Seri Panglima Wilfred Madius
Tangau, yang merasmikan acara itu, berkata di bawah Program Transformasi Ekonomi,

pendapatan negara kasar (PNK) yang dijana oleh produk herba boleh mencecah
sehingga RM2.23 bilion.

"Herbal Asia telah menjadikan Malaysia sebagai antara hab dagangan utama di Asia
Tenggara.

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Herbal Asia 2017 Expects RM10 Million Sales

KUALA LUMPUR, April 6 (Bernama) -- The Herbal Asia 2017 exhibition, from Sept 20-
22, expects to rake in sales of RM10 million compared to RM5 miillion last year.

Chief Executive Officer/Founder of Herbal Asia event, Safinah Yaakob, said with 350
exhibitors, the target was achievable.

"We are also targeting to get 20 international companies. So far we have 12," she told
reporters after the soft launch of Herbal Asia 2017 here today.

Safinah said more transactions could be sealed after the event with the possibility of
companies ordering raw materials.

There could also be tentative collaborations and joint-ventures with local companies,
she said.

She said with the goal to raise the exhibition's international standards to greater heights,
an 'Investor Exchange' would be held with the aim to bring in international investors to
spur innovations and opportunities.

Minister of Science, Technology and Innovation, Datuk Seri Panglima Wilfred
Madius Tangau, who officiated the soft launch, said under the Economic

Transformation Programme, the gross national income generated by herbal products
could reach up to RM2.23 billion.

"Herbal Asia has established Malaysia as one of the main trading hubs in South-East
Asia. Through the exhibition, foreign investors realise that there are huge untapped
resources within the country that need to be discovered," he said.

He said in conjunction with the exhibition, Herbal Asia Global Award 2017 would be held
to recognise and honour achievers, major contributors and successful individuals in the
herbal industry.

The exhibition, in its 10th anniversary, is themed 'Towards Sustainable Marketplace:
Practices, Innovation and Commercialisation.

Germany also boasts an effi
cient public transport system. In
Munich, as is true with all other
German cities, travelling with the
trains and trams s truly conve-
nient. The ticketing system is in
novative, as the usual screening
at boarding has been done away
with. You just heed to buy a ticket
and jump on the train. Checking
is done at random. If you want to
take the risk, you can even travel
without tickets. But, if you are
caught by one of the inspectors,
the fines can be very stiff. Most

passengers would not take the
risk of travelling without tickets.

Germany's high-speed trains
make it possible for people to live
in a city 200km away from their
work-place and yet commute
comfortably to and fro.

No wonder train travel is pop
ular in Germany. In fact, as vis
itors to Germany, we can buy a
special discounted ticket called
the German Rail Pass

The Rail Pass allows one to go
on unlimited travel anywhere in
Germany on the days that you
have paid for.

Much has been written on how
the proposed high-speed train
from KL to Singapore is going to
impact positively on the region's
economy. Sowill the ECRL.

The government should intro
duce more such rail networks in
other parts of the country.

With the growing global inter
est in rail, it may be time for
Malaysia to start investing in the
technology development capac
ity for rail, and establish a Na
tional Centre for Rail Research.
