future. The pavilion takes visitors along a meandering woodland path through 3D 
graphical experiences, ‘groves’ of digitally enhanced columns, and immersive 
exhibits that explore Malaysia’s commitment to balancing economic and 
environmental health. 

National and Honour Days at Expo 2020 Dubai are moments to celebrate each of 
our 200-plus International Participants, shining a light on their culture and 
achievements and showcasing their pavilions and programming. Each features a 
flag-raising ceremony at the Stage of Nations in Al Wasl Plaza, followed by 
speeches and cultural performances. 

Running until 31 March 2022, Expo 2020 has invited visitors from across the planet 
to join the making of a new world in a six-month celebration of human creativity, 
innovation, progress and culture.
