He said more than 1.15 million Saba-
hans had bene f i t ed f rom Petronas ' 
h u m a n capital development initiatives as 
a result of close coopera t ion with the 
Ministry of Educat ion, Sabah Educat ion 

"Among t h e m was the construct ion of 
a Mara Junior Science College in Ranau 
worth more t han RM110 million covering 
an area of 26,000 square metres and ca-
pable of accommoda t ing 450 students in 
an effort to provide a conducive learning 
envi ronment and equip them with skills 
and knowledge. 

"Likewise with the cons t ruc t ion of a 
Rural Day Hostel in the hinterland on Bal-
a m b a n g a n Island cost ing RM4 mill ion, 
which was comple ted in 2019, to provide 
bet ter access to educat ion to 120 s tudents 
on the island," he said. 

He said at the pre-launch of the Tawau 
and Sandakan science centres at the Insti-
tute of Teachers (IPG) Tawau Campus, 
which was off ic ia ted by State Science, 
Technology a n d Innovat ion Minister 
Datuk Yakub Khan. 

Bacho said the "Discover Petronas @ 
School" p r o g r a m m e a imed to give expo-
sure to s tuden t s abou t fu tu re p l a n n i n g 
f rom the j o b oppor tuni ty sector, interest 
in the oil, gas and energy field and oppor-
tunities for educat ion and skills sponsor-
ship p r o g r a m m e s at Petronas. 

"To date, 1,757 Sabah s tuden t s have 
part ic ipated in this programme," he said. 

Bacho said the "Back To School" pro-
g r a m m e unde r the Petronas Foundat ion 
benef i ted more than 14,150 underpr iv i -
leged s tuden t s in the State since 2019 

t h rough the provision ol new basic 
school equipment and personal hygiene 
kits. 

The Petronas Teacher Ambassador Pro-

In addi t ion, Bacho said, Petronas also 
emphas ised on vocal ional educat ion and 
skills by sponsor ing a n u m b e r of skill 
t r a in ing ins t i tu t ions th rough the Voca-
tional Insti tution Sponsorship and Train-
ing P r o g r a m m e (VisV;.) '«I'.vkh bene f i t ed 
more t h a n 3,277 t ra inees f rom Sabah's 
y&uth since 1995. 

• According to h im, as a pa r tne r in 
Sabah's progress, Petronas was p r o u d to 
con t r ibu te to the f ield of educat ion and 
h u m a n capital deve lopment in the State 
t h rough scholarships, technical t ra in ing 
arid the es tab l i shment of educat ion and 
t ra ining facilities.
